The blue logo with an ‘in’, in the middle of the top row, is the symbol of LinkedIn. It is a business-oriented social networking service. Its users (workers and employers) can create profiles and connect to each other to broaden their professional relationships.

 The logo, in the top row second from the right stands for “utube”. Utube is a video-sharing website. It allows to upload, share and view videos. 

I don’t know the logo in the top right-hand corner but it may allow to look up for information or persons as the sentence in the bubble suggests. (In fact, it stands for StumbleUpon, which is a web search engine that finds and recommends websites according to your tastes and interests). 
The red logo with a capital P in the bottom left hand corner stands for Pinterest. This app is a storage tool which allows to store and share photos.
The “vote for me” logo, in the bottom row, second from the left, stands for “Reddit”. It is a social networking service which allows its members to submit direct links. 

The orange logo in the middle of the bottow row, stands for “Blogger”. It is a blog-publishing service which allows its users to publish blogs for free.
The blue logo with a T, in the bottom row, second from the right, stands for “Tumblr”. It allows its users to post multimedia to a blog. 

The logo in the bottom right hand corner stands for “Flickr”. It is a free website which allows to share photos and videos for free.
