1. Introduce the document. (nature, main subject, place, date)

This document is an extract from An American news broadcast. It was made a few years ago and it deals with the 1995 Rugby World cup which took place in South Africa. It focuses on the role Nelson Mandela played, using Rugby to bring the South African White and black communities together. 

2. Focus on part 1 (0’36 (1’17): Get as much information as you can about

       ( The country mentioned : South Africa

       ( The man who is introduced : Nelson Mandela. In May 1994. 4 years after Mandela’s release from prison. He has just been elected President of South Africa. 
       ( The social and political context  - much racial violence  /the worst possible tension between black and white/ a divided/broken country on the brink of implosion/ Black vs white / more than 750 people have been killed/ images of demonstrations and riots / 
3. Focus on part 2 (1’17 ( 2’11 ): Answer the following questions

( What did the new leader of the country decide to do? He had the unconventional idea to rally international support to bring the RWC tournament to South Africa. / to use the world stage to unite his nation
( Was it going to be an easy task? Explain No, because Rugby and the Springboks have long been associated with the very worst of the country History. Rugby was the White man’s game. Rugby and the Springboks were hated by the black community. 
( What did he ask Coloured South-Africans to do? To make peace with his former oppressors, he asked the Black South African to become Rugby fans/supporters and to stand behind/support the Springboks. 
( Which item did he use to appeal to them? He used the cap with the Springbok symbol on it. He showed it to the black community to better convince them to stand behind the South African National Rugby team. 
4. Focus on part 3 (2’11 (2’37 )Watch, listen and comment on the people’s  first reaction 

-The Black community looked skeptical about this idea of reconciliation with the people who had oppressed and humiliated them for years)/unconvinced (by/of this idea). They first disagreed with him. 
5. Focus on part 4 (2’37 ( 3’31)

(Comment on the Springboks results

They were the underdogs /the outsiders and yet they surprised everyone by beating Australia (the reigning World champion / the titleholders) and France. 
( Which impact did it have? Black South African started standing behind the national team. They started realizing that they were all brothers and belonged to the same nation/country. They started to share Mandela’s vision and motto ‘one team, one country’. 
6. Focus on part 5 (3’31 (4’00)

( Who are the two people interviewed? François Pienaar (the Springbok team captain) + 
( Which very unforgettable meeting do they recall? They recall the moment when Mandela entered the changing/locker room just before the match
( How did they react? Explain They were surprised as they did not expect him to visit them. What’s more he wore the Springbok jersey with the symbol of a Springboks on his heart, the symbol of his former enemies. 
7. Focus on part 6 (4’00 ( 4’33)

( Who is playing? South Africa vs New Zealand / The Springboks vs the All blacks. 
( Comment on the match It was a closely-fought /tight game. They finished play in a 12-12 tie. It was a draw / A drawn match  after regulation. They had to take it to overtime. South Africa won after  the extra-time
One of the most epic final in Rugby’s History. 

( What did Mandela do then? He stepped onto the field/pitch 
( Comment on the crowd’s reaction. The crowd was chanting ‘Nelson, Nelson’
( Comment on the reaction of the different people interviewed. Deeply moved years after/ describe the event as phenomenal/incredible
( Explain the last sentence ‘thank you for what you’ve done for South Africa’ – He succeeded in reuniting the black and white community in a country which had been torn apart by Apartheid for years.
